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Born in Kitakyushu, Fukuoka Prefecture in 1965, he graduated from
Fukuoka Prefectural Kokura High School in 1984 and went on to earn
his medical degree from the Faculty of Medicine at Kyushu University
in 1992.

He began his medical career in the Second Department of Surgery at
Kyushu University (now the Department of Gastroenterological and
General Surgery), where he also trained at the Hiroshima Red Cross
and Atomic Bomb Survivors Hospital.

After completing graduate studies at Kyushu University, he joined the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs in 1998. He served as Second Secretary
and Medical Officer at the Embassy of Japan in Tanzania.

In January 2005, he left the Ministry to dedicate himself to providing
medical support in Sudan, starting his activities there in April of the
same year. In May 2006, he founded the non-profit organization
Rocinantes in Kitakyushu. By August, the organization had been
officially recognized as an international NGO by the Government of
Sudan.
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
